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AGREEMENT OF INTERNATIONAL DUAL PhD THESIS

In application of the regulation in force in their institutions, the two universities agree with the preparation of a PhD thesis, whose execution and academic defense are carried out based on the mutuality principle between the two universities, in compliance with the following requirements: 

The agreement of international dual PhD thesis can only occur during the 1st year of thesis in one of two universities.

ARTICLE 3 – The two universities recognize the validity of the international joint PhD set up.


ARTICLE 4 – The PhD student registers every year in each of the two universities. 

The student makes the payment of tuition fees at only one of the two partner institutions.

ARTICLE 5 – The social insurance of the PhD student is provided according to the regulation in force in each country. 

The French or foreign PhD student has the duty to subscribe to a third-party insurance in his/her home country and in the host country, and to enclose a certificate of it upon registration. The foreign student is covered by the French social security for students if he/she is under 28 years old and if the student takes a first-degree course in an accredited higher education institution. The PhD students coming from an EEA (European Economic Area) country and from Switzerland, are affiliated to the social security system of the host country, automatically and for free, if they are holders of a European Health Insurance Card. If the home or host university is located outside the EEA and if there is no special agreement between the countries in question, the student must subscribe to the social security for students in the host country, and pay the corresponding contribution.

The targeted duration of the thesis is 36 months, except for particular situations. If registration in the 4th year is necessary, this extra year will be in (specify).

ARTICLE 9 – The preparation of the thesis is carried out in compliance with the rules of the University of Orléans ‘Graduate School where the PhD student is enrolled.

Upon the 1st registration, the Graduate School’s office establishes the list of courses that the PhD student will attend, matching the period of his/her stay at the University of Orléans. 
The partner university determines, according to its regulation, the conditions and characteristics of the courses proposed to the PhD student. The course duration (full length of course duration is 100 hours) is proportional to the ratio of the time staying in France and whole thesis preparation (3 years). The "Ethics and Scientific Integrity" training is a mandatory course.

ARTICLE 10 – The publication, use and protection of the thesis subject and research results are ensured by the two laboratories that host the student, according to the specific requirements of each country.


ARTICLE 11 – The thesis will be written in the following language: (specify). 
If the thesis is not written in French, the work will have to contain an extended summary written in French.

ARTICLE 12 - The thesis leads to a sole academic defense at (specify)

ARTICLE 13 - For admission to the oral defense, the reporters will be designated by the Presidents of both contracting universities. At least two of the reporters designated shall not belong to either contracting universities.


ARTICLE 14 – The academic defense jury is jointly appointed by the Presidents of the two contracting universities. The jury is formed on the basis of a balanced proportion of members from each contracting university, upon proposal of the director of the Graduate School of the university, and upon proposal of the director of the partner university’s competent body. The jury is formed of at least four persons, of which 50 % must not belong to the universities’ staff. 
The appointment of the jury’s president is carried out according to the rules of the institution where the academic defense will be performed.

ARTICLE 15 – Whatever the location of the academic defense, the jury’s president must write a defense report countersigned by the members of the jury.


ARTICLE 16 – Upon standard proposal of the jury, the two universities commit themselves to issuing the PhD diploma containing the note “International Dual PhD”. On the French diploma, the sentence “doctorat obtenu dans le cadre d’une cotutelle internationale de thèse”
The PhD title granted is automatically recognized in France.


ARTICLE 17 – The thesis will be defended in the following language: (specify). 
If the thesis is not defended in French, an oral summary must be presented in French or in English.

ARTICLE 18 – The thesis must be submitted to the departments in question at both universities.
